
Easy Access Trail at 
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Ham Hill rises high above the surrounding countryside with sweeping 
views across Somerset - the perfect place to picnic, walk and enjoy nature. 
Animals, birds, insects and plants thrive in the woodlands and limestone 
grasslands, including skylarks and bee orchids.  Ham Stone has been 
quarried here since Roman times and there are still active quarries today.

This mainly level route follows a compacted gravel path 
around the northern spur of Ham Hill with a small ascent 
to the war memorial for fantastic views across Somerset.  
Look out for limestone grassland flowers, including Wild 
Thyme and Birds Foot Trefoil, and the Millennium Stone 
Circle created to celebrate the turn of the century in 2000.
